Check all parents have given signed permission for children to go out on short local walks.

Please note that after school and during the school holidays I may have older children with me.  I will never exceed my Ofsted registration ratio for the under 8’s and will ensure that I encourage older children behave as good role models to the younger children and that they do not comprise the safety of the younger children.  For large group outings I will encourage a parent or known CRB adult to accompany us or we will use the home outdoor area (if available) instead.
