Refrain from caring for younger children until able.

Discuss with parents.  Don’t be swayed to take risks.

	Could be drunk

Could have hang over

Inappropriate behaviour

Inability to care for children safely
	Don’t drink more than two units night before childminding

Remember that alcohol can be in system for over 24 hours.

Do not drink alcohol when caring for children.

Store out of reach/sight in locked cupboard

Support children’s danger awareness learning and development

Seek medical advice if breathe smells of pear drops/alcohol for now reason – could be onset of  diabetes.
