Avoiding plants with thorns etc.

Ensure all glass is safety kite marked

Use safety film where necessary

Make regular checks

Replace glass with alternative resource ie MDF

Read safety guidance on cords and blinds

Avoid using loop style blinds

Prevent access to blind fittings
Change to alternative window dressing if necessary 

Supervision at all times.

Clip wires back out of areas accessed by children

Site resources with wires and cables safely
Daily checks

Ensure flooring is in good repair

Place rugs appropriately 

Use anti slip product on rugs especially on laminate

Promote positive appropriate behaviour

Create barriers to areas of concern. Ie sofa in front of radiator
Make covering for radiators to prevent babies touching

Room thermostat, room thermometer

Have spare keys in secure place

Keep fire exits clear.

Use stair gate if age appropriate

Ensure banisters spindles not more than 100mm apart or board area over.
Lock on cupboard door

Record monthly on fire drill log.

Replace batteries every 6 months regardless.

Practice fire drill and record regularly

Ensure all children have taken part and are confident of what to do.

Keep children low and over faces with damp cloth if there is smoke.

Sore shoes and bags safely.

Encourage family and children to be tidy and organized.

Don’t  allow dogs in the hall entrance when receiving or exiting children and families.

Introduce children with fears gradually to pets.
